Section Explainations

Display: Is the triboard attractive? Did you take your time? Is it easy to read? Did you use color? Are there lots of empty spaces?

Question: Must be clearly stated across the top of the triboard.

Hypothesis: Statement that tells me what you think will happen. Don’t forget to give me a reason why. “I think… because…”

Procedures: Includes a list of the materials used in the experiment and a step-by-step account of what you did to conduct the experiment. 

Data: Includes measurements and observations made while conducting the experiment. Data may be shown using photographs, drawings, graphs, and charts.

Conclusion: Statement that tells me what you learned as a result of the experiment. Use your date to support your statement. Also state whether your hypothesis was confirmed or not confirmed. “I learned… I know this because… My hypothesis was…”
Next Time: Give a way that you could improve the experiment if you were to do this same experiment again. Or give a way that this experiment could be changed to learn something new.
